Curiosity Nominated for Time Magazine "Person of the Year”

Time Magazine has nominated about 40 people/entities for 2013 "Person of the Year". One
of the candidates is the rover Curiosity. The editors of Time have asked for a public vote on
the candidates as input into their selection.

As of this writing, Curiosity is in 7th place out of 40, one place ahead of Barack Obama. It
is only a few votes out of 4th place.

If the editors ended up
picking Curiosity, it would do wonders for the planetary exploration program at a time when
support is sorely needed.
